Third Paragraph:
In this last paragraph you will explain why the right to vote creates the change. Use two examples from the movie and one from your experiences. Answer why the right to vote for all citizens creates the opportunity for change. Lastly, explain the outcome or results of the Women’s Suffrage Movement.
